There were 550 members including 100 junior and junior/junior members.

In June the green fee revenues set a new record. In July the record from June was
broken, and in August the record from July was broken. In all, the club recorded over
600,000 green fee games. Even though the club was very busy, there were few
complaints about the availability of tee times.

Tournaments were full. The pro shop plays a big part in the success of the tournaments.
Due to tariffs, some brands will not be available in the pro shop.

The irrigation system needs an upgrade. The cost is estimated at $1.5 million to $3
million over several years. Presently, equipment is being used to investigate the locations
of the lines.
